Sehirlerarasi otobiisler otogarlardan kalkar ve gideceginiz sehrin otogarina
sizi birakir. Otogara kadar ulasim icinde servis araglari mevcuttur. Sizi belirli yerlerden
alip otogara tasirlar servis araglari. Bu servis araglari sizi otobiisiiniize kadar gotiirtir.
Sonra otobiisiiniize binersiniz ve istediginiz yere gidersiniz. Ayrica da otobiiste ¢ok rahat
edersiniz.Genellikle bir séforiin disinda bir host ya da hostes bulunur, biz hosta genelde
muavin deriz, erkek olana, bayana ise hostes deriz. Genelde bu hostes ya da muavinler,
eger yolculugunuz uzunsa, yolculuk sirasinda birtakim servisler yaparlar, ¢ay, kahve gibi,
ya da gazoz gibi ve yiyecek kiiciik birtakim kekler, pastalar verebilirler, ya da biskiiviler.
Bunun disinda yolculugunuz daha da uzunsa bazi otobiis sirketleri kahvalti ya da aksam
yemegi servisi de yapabilir. Cok rahat edersiniz. Bunun disinda sehirici ulagimda
belediye otobiisleri, ya da 6zel halk otobiisleri mevcut su anda biiyiiksehirlerde.
Belediye’ye ait olan otobiisler ve 6zel sirketlere ait olan otobiisler ayriliyor. Bunun
disinda dolmuslar bulabilirsiniz her yerder, minibiis ya da dolmus dedigimiz. Dolmuslar
da kiiciik otobiislerdir ve kisa mesafelerde sizi tagirlar. Bunlar da genelde belediye
otobiislerinden biraz daha pahalidir. Bunun disinda taksilerle ulagiminizi
saglayabilirsiniz. Cok fazla taksi var. Ozellikle biiyiiksehirlerde taksi kullanmak daha
ekonomik. Kiiciik sehirlerde ¢iinkii taksi iicreti daha pahali olur. Ve taksilerde istediginiz
yere sizi gotiirebilir. Ama tabi en pahali ulagim sekli yine taksilerdir. Bunlarin disinda
biiyiiksehirlerimizde yine metrolar bulunmakta, ve bu metrolar da belirli merkezlere sizi
gotlirebiliyor.

Onlar ¢ok
uzun yillardan beri ¢alisiyor, iki yaka arasinda ve genelde yarim saat kirkbes dakikalik bir
yolculuktan sonra 6biir yakaya ulasabiliyorsunuz. Bunun disinda trenle ulasim da mevcut
Tiirkiye’de. Cok gelismis degil, tren yolu ag1. Ama yine de belli merkezlere trenle gitmek
miimkiin. Ama tren otobiislere gére daha yavas oldugu i¢in bazen tercih edilmeyebiliyor.
Ama genelde trenle yolculuk etmek otobiisle yolculuk etmeye gore daha ucuz. Ve bu
yiizden insanlar trenleri de tercih edebiliyorlar. Yine trenler de uzun mesafe trenleri
genellikle ¢ok rahat olabiliyor. Ciinkii yemekli trenlerimiz de var. Gidip yemeginizi
yiyebileceginiz gibi. Ya da kendinize sadece bir kompartman alabiliyorsunuz ve orda
uyuyabiliyorsunuz yolculugunuz gece boyunca siirecekse.O yiizden Tiirkiye’de ulasim
cok rahat ve kolay. Bunun diginda insanlarin kendi 6zel arabalar1 da var.Ama herkesin
ozel arabas1 olmayabilir. Ozel araba kullanmak bir liiks olarak gériiliiyor Tiirkiye’de.
Cogunlukta var, ama arabasiz da yasayabiliyor insanlar, ¢ok rahat, ulasim ag1 ¢ok
gelismis oldugu i¢in. O yiizden araba almak bir liikks olarak goriiliiyor Tiirkiye’de.



English translation:

The highway route system is very developed in Turkey. Especially inter-city buses are
quite developed, and there are more than one firm, a lot of firms are working. So you are
free to pick the price you want. Of course the quality of the travel changes according to
the price. But generally we have high quality firms and you can have very comfortable
traveling experiences in these inter-city buses. And these buses leave from terminals . . .

. Inter-city buses leave from terminals and take you the terminal at the city you are
traveling to. Service buses for traveling to the terminals are also available. Service buses
pick you up from certain places and take you to the terminal. These service buses take
you very close to your bus. Then you get on your bus and go to wherever you like. More
importantly you will be very comfortable in the bus. Usually, other than the bus driver,
there is a host or a hostess. We usually call the host muavin, the one who is male, and call
the one who is a female a hostess. Usually these hostesses or muavin, if your trip is long,
will serve you during the trip, like coffee, tea or soda and they can give small snacks to
eat, like cake, or biscuits. Other than this if your trip is longer, some bus firms might
serve breakfast or dinner. You will be very comfortable. Other than this, there are
municipality buses or private/public buses available for travel within the city. The buses
owned by the municipality and the ones owned by private buses are different from each
other. Other than this you can find do/mus [small bus] everywhere, the ones we call
minibus or do/mus. These dolmus are small buses, and they will carry you short
distances. These are usually a little more expensive than municipal buses. Other than this
you can provide your transportation via cabs. There are a lot of cabs. Especially in larger
cities using a cab is more economic. Because in smaller cities the cab fare will be more
expensive. And cabs, too, can take you wherever you want. But, of course, the most
expensive way to travel would be through cabs. Other than these there are subways in
larger cities too, and these subways can also take you to certain centers. Other than this,
there is not much sea travel, but in Istanbul since half of the city is on one side of the sea
and the other half is on the other side, there are boats going back and forth between these
two coasts, that is, sea buses are very common. They have been working for many years,
between two coasts, and usually you can get to the other coast after a forty-five minute
trip. Other than this there is the possibility of traveling by train in Turkey. The train
network is not very developed. But still it is possible to go to certain centers via train. But
since the train is slower than buses, it is not that preferred. But usually traveling by train
is cheaper than traveling by bus. That’s why people might prefer trains. Again, trains and
long-distance trains can be very comfortable. Because we have trains where you can have
food. You can go get yourself dinner. Or you can get yourself a separate room and you
can sleep there if you trip is going to go on over night. That’s why transportation in
Turkey is very easy and comfortable. Other than this people have their own private cars.
But not everyone might have their own cars. Having and using a car is seen as a luxury in
Turkey. A lot of people have it, but people can live without having a car too; it is very
comfortable, since the transportation network is very developed. That’s why buying car is
seen as a luxury in Turkey.
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
